WHAT TO DO WITH SCRAPS – 
     Janet Wakeland, Sr. Director – Independent Demonstrator, Stampin’ UP! 

TIPS to help you USE THEM
a. First have a place for them where you can easily access them 


b. Plan ahead – when planning projects look first at YOUR SUPPLIES on hand – 


       *ask yourself – how can I make something with a pack of real red cs, a roll of olive ribbon and vintage brads 
        *ask yourself – how can I make this project (whatever it is you are trying to duplicate) with what I have on hand 
        *ask yourself – how many projects can I get from this pack of Die Cut Blooms, hodgepodge – what will I do with all the pieces – HAVE A PLAN FOR THEM 

 c. Get over all projects having to be identical – it is okay for Suzy to have blue gingham and Sally to have red gingham if both match the project. It is okay for Suzy to have one shape of flower from Die Cut blooms and Sally to have a different shape. 


d.  Consider precutting, prepunching, prestamping your projects for customers – you will have less waste and will avoid “overcutting” for the occasional mistakes customers make during make n’takes 


e. Check your scrap file first and always when looking for cs for projects 

f. Sort your scraps in a way that YOU WILL USE THEM 

g. Have your scraps out for easy access to customers, team during OPEN stamps, crops, etc and teach them to use scraps first as well. 

h. Cut to useable sizes – 3x6, ¼ sheet cs, 6x6, long strips for borders 
i. Avoid overbuying – don’t worry about what if 15 want to come and I only bought 12 vases – limit the vase project to the FIRST 12 to sign up and PREPAY and 

CREATIVE USES for Paper Scraps 
a. Find projects – cards, scrapbook pages, crafts that use small pieces and then cut them from your scrap pile not a fresh sheet of cs 
b. Create paper beads
c. Punch shapes to use as give aways 
d. Create goody bags “scrap salad” for door prizes, sales incentives  
e. Create bags of verses for door prizes , sales incentives 
f.  Feed through shredder creating color packing flugg
g. Use to create homemade papers 
h. Give to your kids along with a blank sheet of cs and glue stick – they will be happy for hours creating collages of color! 
i. My scraps are your scraps – always have your scrapbin out for open stamping/scrapping times – teach your customers to go there first 
j. Create “photo place holders” – when duplicating pages – (Great use for discontinued colors/scraps) 

k. Give them to your kids with a stapler, glue stick, some punches and a large sheet of paper – they will be content for hours (could buy you some phone time!) 
l.  Create tags for Holiday gifts, gift bags, etc. 
m. Create 3x3 notecards 
n.   Create labels 
o. Cut paper into strips for great scrapbook layouts or even for use on cards as faux ribbon 
p. Use it for “practice” when you are not sure how a card or layout will look – use your scraps for practice 
q. Donate scraps to preschools, VBS, scouts – anyone who does children’s crafts would love them 
r.  Have a small “kids” bucket yourself of scraps, punches, markers, etc for those classes, home parties where there are kids present to keep them occupied. 

s. Use color scraps as door prize tickets – have customers write their name on scraps instead of buying rolls of tickets or cutting cs to a specific size or using notepads
t. Use for paper piecing 
u. Use for iris folding
v. Trade scraps with another demonstrator 
w. Create cardstock samplers 
x.  Shred for paper fluff/filling 
y. Make homemade paper 
z. Throw it away – when your pile gets unmanageable – it is taking up valuable real estate – time to bite the bullet and toss it 

CREATIVE USES for Ribbon Scraps
a. Create tabs on scrapbook pages 
b. Tie random colors to split rings, leaf rings, comb or wire binding on books, etc. 
c. Have a bin for scrap ribbon pieces that your customers/team members can easily access when working on projects
d. Bag up ribbon scraps for door prizes, sales incentives 
e. Tie to your suitcase handles to identify your luggage in a crowd 
f. Create ribbon samplers 

CREATIVE USES for LEFT OVER Make n’take supplies 
a. Dollar Days – have a special day where customer can come make left over projects on a WHILE THEY LAST BASIS 
b. Oldies But Goodies /Make n’take Monday – same concept – different names
c.  Sell “kits” at your classes  -you have 10 packets made up and only 8 show – sell the extra supplies to be made on the spot or at home
d.  Continue to offer them as classes – but by number of slots – ex. You have 7 metal tins you want to use – then Say – class open to 7 only.
e. Use as incentives for registration, orders, etc. Ex. You have 5 jars left – FIRST 5 to register GET to make this at the class. First 5 to place a $50 get to make this bonus project tonight 
f.  Make them up as gifts for volunteers at training events, for hostesses, for bringing a friend, for a certain size order, etc. 
g. Make them up as gifts for family members and cross that off your TO DO LIST 
h. Consider using them in One on One Classes – great way to build a relationship with a new customer 
i. Consider using them with a new recruit – have her over to make some samples up for her displays/business
j. Reinvent the wheel – so what if you just used the acrylic frames in a class – do you have enough left over for a 2nd class – use them a NEW way – highlights the versatility of our product when we can use some several ways with what we sell. 
k.Make up your left over projects to sell at craft fairs or donate in baskets for Fundraisers 


Again remember that using your Supplies/Scraps takes discipline and some planning.  Don’t be so quick to order everything to duplicate a CARD, Scrapbook page, etc exactly as it is.
